EffecƟve social skills are 
criƟcal to emoƟonal and 
cogniƟve development. 
Social skills deficiency 
are one of the central 
features of those with 
auƟsm spectrum  
disorders and other  

disabiliƟes. Making and fostering relaƟonships is 
difficult and challenging when individuals lack 
these skills. It has been found that when children 
do not have good friendship skills, the negaƟve 
effects are long lasƟng and affect cogniƟve social 
and  emoƟonal development. 

However, typically developing children acquire 
social skills such as: problem solving, conflict  
resoluƟon, respecƟng the ideas of others,  
cooperaƟon and team work without direct  
instrucƟon. PosiƟve social interacƟons promote 
a sense of well being, healthy relaƟonships and a 
sense of belonging. S.T.A.R. Summer Camp’s goal 
is for children with disabiliƟes to generalize social 
skills taught and pracƟced at camp into their  
daily life. The summer camp will also provide 
academic support as idenƟfied through the 
camper’s Individual EducaƟon Plan.
